Application Guidelines 

 
The Military Hometown Hero Banner Program is a tribute created to honor 
veterans who have served in the United States Armed Forces. Each banner 
will be displayed throughout St. Albans, Maine from Memorial Day through 
Veterans Day to celebrate and remind the community of their dedication to 
our country. A Hometown Banner costs $120, which includes installation and 
removal. The Town of St. Albans would like to share the cost of a banner in the 
amount of $50 per banner and will be responsible for the installation and 
removal of the banners each year. If you would like to donate or purchase a 
banner for a friend or loved one, you are welcome to do so! Sponsorship and 
donations will be used to assist families who can’t afford the cost of the 
banner. You can sponsor a specific banner/family or simply donate funds to 
support the program.
